More and more is being demanded of the Church members, especially those willing to take on leac
roles with the cfil legislation of data protection, safeguarding, charity trusteeship and financial responsibility t
the Office for Scottish Charity Regulatidlany are finding the burdens expected of them in Church far more t
they bargained for and are &ing urder pressure.

In Crail the church has been vacant or, in less ecclesiastical terms, without a minster for over 2 years
congregation has been well served by the excellent leaders of worship who have willingly and enthusie
responded to thervitation to come and work irthe congregation at this time.

A Nomination Committee is now looking actively for a minister for the linked charga&lelspite some serious
possibilities, no one has been identified as the right person to be called wotihgregation in this vital roleGiven
the number of vacancies through the Church of Scotland, it is not easy to predict when the right person r
discovered.

In the meantime, there is a role for everyone to be patient and understanding. Some thaggot be done as
they were in the past, and there may be new ways soahe difficult changes to adjust to in the time ahe&hme
will believe, or think, that the Church of Scotland is not what is should, or cowdddb@erhaps they will be right
but the Church and community can be confident in the guidance and caeafn this time. It is important that
the Church still, in this time of vacancy tries to respond to the need of the people of this parish.

I look forward to working with the elders araher of the parish in our joint endeavours to serve the missior
the Church in this place in the time aheddam the Presbytery Clerk of the Preshytery of St Andrews and am a
of many of the tasks and difficulties facing the parishes throughaaitithole Presbytery.
